Developing and rehearsing an emergency action plan will
add precious time needed for response to a crisis. This is
true on a day hike, overnight or longer troop camp, and all
other activities.” Got a plan?

Be prepared. It's more than just 9 letters forming two
words. It means studying the planned outing, identifying
the risks involved (including getting an up to date and
accurate weather forecast), and deciding how to PREVENT
the injuries and death associated with the risks. The July

critical of the BSA and recognizing risks and preventing
incidents.
