You may request this tag at your county tag office during 
the established application period (01-01-2007 thru 12-31-
2008) with the $25 manufacturing fee per tag. Important: If 
the required number of ‘paid’ requests (1,000) is not 
received by the deadline (12-31-2008), these tags will not 
be manufactured & the manufacturing fees will be 
refunded. 
 
Of the $25 fees collected for the issuance & renewal of 
these tags, the fees shall be distributed as follows: $1 to 

the County Tag Agent; $2 to the Dept. of Revenue (design 
& manufacturer costs), $12 to the General Treasury & 
$10.00 to the Boy Scouts of America for the development 
of scouting programs. Initial Cost: $70 plus ad valorem tax 
Initial Cost if manufacturing fee prepaid: $45 plus ad 
valorem tax & original receipt 
 
Renewal Cost: $45 plus ad valorem

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PLENTY OF TIME 
 
Many years ago, I stood in this same place (T61 Scout Lodge) in front of a group of young Scouts.  They probably 
ranged in age from 11 years to 16 or 17.  I was explaining to them that they must be 1st Class Scouts for 4 months 
to advance to Star and six months as Star Scout to advance to Life Scout and six months as Life Scout to advance 
to Eagle Scout.  I also explained to them that if they worked backwards from their 18th birthday, they could calculate 
dates required to reach the prerequisite ranks.  The date of the 18th birthday is no secret.  It can be calculated the 
day a boy is born.  A boy born on March 8, 2007 will be 18 on March 8, 2025.  Simple math. 
 
One of the young Scouts proudly proclaimed, “I’m only 13, I have plenty of time to make Eagle!”  If you go over to 
the plaques near the back door you will see a list of Troop 61 Eagle Scouts going back over 40 years.  You will not 
find the name of the young Scout with “plenty of time” on the plaques. 
 
The young Scout had plenty of time, but for reasons we may never understand, he did not complete the 
requirements for Eagle Scout before he aged out.
